 Award Conditions

Subsea UK believes it is important to invest in the future of developing Subsea engineers and offering a Post-graduate Masters Scholarship in support of a programme of Post Graduate study in Engineering leading to the award of a masters degree, MSc in Subsea Engineering.

· Students must have received an offer of a place at a university.

· Applications must be supported by a Subsea UK member company (the Sponsoring company).

· The scholarship will be paid to the Sponsoring company who will be expected to fund any shortfall between the total cost and the value of the scholarship awarded.
· The student will undertake to continue in the employment of the Sponsoring company for a period of no less than two years after completion of the programme.

· A candidate selected for a scholarship is required to become an Affiliate Member of a major engineering institution.

· The proposed degree programme must be clearly stated on the application form.

· Interviews are mandatory for all short-listed candidates

Value of Award:  

80% of the total annual cost up to a maximum of £16,000 (fulltime) and £5000 (part time).  Cost to include fees, course material, books and travel subsidence and accommodation where appropriate.

· The student will undertake to continue in the employment of the Sponsoring company for a period of no less than two years after completion of the programme.  Failure to do so will result in a return of all or part of the scholarship awarded.
· A candidate selected for a scholarship is required to become an Affiliate Member of a major engineering institution.

· Upon completion of the programme Award holders are required to provide a report to the Subsea UK Board which is endorsed by the Personal Tutor or the Head of Department.  The report should include a copy of the thesis or dissertation, which should be on a CD.  Failure to comply will require reimbursement of the scholarship.

· The role of Subsea UK must be acknowledged in any publication arising from any work undertaken for the award of the degree.
